Attendance Policy: 
 
Children’s Choir is a team commitment in many ways like a sport.  Each member 
is valuable and it is important that we work together as a team and support each 
other at events.  We will be following an attendance policy very similar to the St. 
Gerard Athletic Policy.  Please read it carefully. 
 

● Students are expected to be at after school rehearsal if in attendance at 
school.  If there is an appointment that they must miss for, Mrs. Darling 
should be notified by at least the Tuesday before or it will count as an 
unexcused absence. 

● Students are expected to participate in the Sunday masses.  It is 
understood that you may have to miss due to family obligations but Mrs. 
Darling needs to be notfied before the mass occurs.  Not being notified will 
count as an unexcused absence.  If the student is sick on a Sunday mass 
day, Mrs. Darling should be notified in email as soon as possible that 
Sunday. 

● The choir concert is a requirement.  If students are unable to attend 
(unless sick from school that day) it will count as an unexcused absence.  

● Three unexcused absences from masses or rehearsals will result in loss 
of the choir party. 

● A total amount of absences from reherasal or masses (excused or 
non-excused) that exceeds 30% of our activity can also result in loss of 
choir party. 

 
 
 
**Christmas Eve and Easter excused absences are not counted in the number.
